GOALBALL UK LEAGUE SCORING SYSTEM
Teams finishing in the first five positions will be awarded points scaled on their positions. Starting in the 2016/17 season, points will be equal across all levels. Any team finishing outside of the top five will receive a fixed number of points for participating. The scoring system is as follows:

In the event that a team enters two squads into a tournament, the highest scoring team (if finishing in the top five) will receive points depending on their position. Any other squad from the same team will score 1 point only. This will not affect the scores of the teams below them in the finishing positions. For example, if Belgium entered two squads that finished first and third, the points would go as follows:

Similarly, no points will be awarded for the position that a composite team finishes in but the scores below them will be affected. Using the example above, if the 3rd place team were composite, they would not score points and instead the 4th placed team will receive their points and 5th place will receive the equivalent of 4th and so on.

These scores will be fed into a divisional table and into a national table. For the divisional table, when a team has entered two teams into a tournament, these will be added together. So for example, Belgium’s A & B scores would be added together to be 11, and France whose A & B squads finished outside the top 5 would make up 2. The division table after this round would read as follows:
