STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT
Governing Document

Goalball UK is a charitable company limited by guarantee, incorporated on 26 February 2010 and
registered as a charity on 14 July 2010. The company is governed by its Memorandum and Articles of
Association, which establish the objects and powers of the company. In the event of the company being
wound up the members are required to contribute an amount not exceeding £10.

Trustee Directors

The Directors are also charity trustees for the purposes of charity law and under the company's Articles. In
accordance with the Memorandum of Association and Articles, the affairs of the charitable company are
governed by a "Board of Trustee Directors".

The trustees are accountable for ensuring that Goalball UK meets its charitable objectives and for the
overall performance of the company. The Board has particular responsibility for ensuring that the awards
granted by UK Sport for the World Class Programme (WCP) and Sport England for the achievement of the
Whole Sport Plan are managed and controlled effectively in meeting the objectives of these awards.

Chief Executive Officer / Chairman

Mike Reilly has remained as CEO since July 2011 and was also Chair until May 2013. The Board has
recognised the need to split the roles of CEO and Chair as a matter of good governance and appoint an
independent Chair.

The Board delegated responsibility for the recruitment of the chair to a committee of Mike Reilly and Mark
Martin. The process was an extensive one, which as a result was not completed before the end of the
financial year. In order to ensure fairness and objectivity, Sport England was asked to provide independent
assistance with the review and interview process. The role was openly advertised and following interviews
with a number of excellent candidates, the interview panel unanimously agreed that John Coles should be
appointed Goalball UK'’s first independent Chair with effect from 22nd May. As John was appointed as a
Director of the Company by the Board of Directors, the Articles require that he retires and stands for re-
election at the forthcoming AGM.

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
Aims and purposes

The company's purpose, as set out in the objects contained in the Articles, is to promote and facilitate the
playing of Goalball as an amateur sport in all parts of the United Kingdom for the purpose of recreation,
physical exercise and competition.

The company's stated mission is "To raise the profile of Goalball throughout the UK, promote participation
in the sport and achieve success on the international stage."
